Blazing Saddles:
A riotous chaotic spoof about a black sheriff (------------) who has to defend some unwilling town-dwellers in the Wild West against a gang of bandits. Despite good performances from Gene Wilder (Jim, the sheriff's drunken deputy) and Madeleine Kahn (Lili Von Shtupp, who is sent to seduce the sheriff), the movie is unpolished and structurally untidy. Mel Brooks often takes excessive measures to keep people laughing. Although he is generally successful, the chaos in the film is sometimes more in evidence than the comedy.

Young Frankenstein:
A hilarious parody of earlier Hollywood Frankenstein films, Mel Brook's "Young Frankenstein" (1974) is perhaps his most accomplished, stylish and disciplined movie. The earlier anarchic humour of "Blazing Saddles" has given way to something which is subtler, more sensitive and yet at the same time, with its spoofs, witty lines, puns and

slapstick, uproariously funny. There are glowing performances from Gene Wilder as the young doctor, Peter Boyle as the touchingly funny monster, and Gene Hackman as the blind man, to mention just a few of the fine cast. The use of black and white photography, an excellent score (by John Morris), and an old-fashioned set (Brooks actually used some of the original laboratory equipment from James Whale's 1931 "Frankenstein") help recreate the atmosphere of the old Frankenstein movies . This authenticity not only renders homage to the earlier films but makes the comedy all the funnier.
