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Good evening. It’s Monday the 13th of June and here is the news. The Dow Jones Index in New York fell by 321 points today. That represents a fall of 4·65 %. Financial experts said that this represents the worst day for Wall Street since 1987.

There was a demonstration by 15,000 farmers in Brussels today to protest about the European Commission’s plans to cut subsidies to sheep farmers. The Commission plans to reduce the money paid to each farmer by about £4,500 a year. 

There was a train crash near York this morning. The 6.30 train from York to London ran into the back of a goods train. Police and ambulance men were quickly on the scene and 34 people were taken to hospital. Anyone wishing for information should ring 0221 45560.

The new musical by Mitch Kent is opening in London on the next week. More than 320,000 people saw the show on Broadway and it is expected to run for a long time as it is already sold out for the next few weeks.

Temperatures in Scotland yesterday rose to 31° Celsius. That is the highest June temperature since 1893.
