LONG TERM CHANGES

Part 1

What is the world coming to ?


Temperatures are rising, rain forests are disappearing, trees are being chopped down or destroyed by acid rain, deserts are growing, pollution is getting worse, the population is increasing and our natural resources are running out. For example, 11.4 million hectares of rain forest are destroyed every year, in other words at the rate of 21.6 hectares a minute! This means that over the last twenty years 2,280,000 square kilometres of rain forest have been destroyed - that's an area about half the size of the ex- Soviet Union! Deserts are growing at the rate of 5 or 6 million hectares a year, and the earth is getting warmer. In Paris, for instance, the average temperature has gone up by 2°C in 100 years owing to pollution from industry and traffic.


Why is all this happening? Firstly, of course, there have always been climatic and geological changes going on due to solar activity, the eccentricity of the earth's orbit and to movements of the earth's crust. However, now another crucial factor has come into play and that is human activity. Because humans need wood (for heating, cooking, building or for industry) and because they need land for pasture or agriculture, they cut down trees. The soil without the protection of its vegetation quickly becomes exhausted and is more prone to erosion. It gets washed away by rain or blown away by the wind and so, because of this, large areas of once luxuriant forest have become arid and desert-like. As well, with the development of industry and the fuel burning that goes with it, the amount of carbon dioxide (CO2) in the air has increased considerably (from 275 molecules of CO2 per million air molecules in about 1880 to 345 per million air molecules in 1991. Considering that during the last ice age 18, 000 years ago the number of CO2 molecules stood at 200 per million, this is a pretty dramatic increase.) Normally the forests absorb 52% of this carbon dioxide and the oceans too absorb a great deal of it, but the oceans have reached saturation point and cannot deal with the surplus that is being produced. These CO2 molecules trap infra-red rays from the sun which would otherwise allow the heat accumulated during the day to escape back into space. Thus they cause the famous "greenhouse effect" which has been talked about so much in the past few years.

This all sounds quite worrying, but is it really? Are scientists and ecologists panicking for nothing? Well, no, they're not. For a start, a lot of our medicines come from the rain forests. If these disappeared, how would we treat people who were ill? Also, the rain forests help control the earth's atmosphere and rainfall. Without them we would have less oxygen and less water. With a world population that is increasing rapidly, we will need to produce more and more food in the future. But if temperatures rose by 6°, which some scientists say could happen by the year 2100. Then it would be much harder to produce enough food. This is because, for one thing, the ice caps would melt and sea-levels would rise. A lot of the land that we live on and cultivate today would be flooded. Rising temperatures would accelerate the process of desertification that is already under way. And of course, unless we do something about pollution in general, our soil and water will in any case become unfit for growing food and for drinking, even if there weren't the threat of global warming. We are already seeing the consequences of some of these problems in third world countries. We might have the same ones in Western Europe within our own lifetimes.


Nevertheless, all this is not totally inevitable. There are ways to stop it. But we can only reverse this process if we take decisive action now. It will take a long long time to achieve. However, when future generations live on this planet, we want them to be able to enjoy it. If we don't act now, in a few hundred years there may simply not be any future generations.
