Activity 4b

1) Mankind is facing the problems of rising temperatures, the destruction of the rainforests, acid rain, desertification, pollution, an increase in population, and the using up of our natural resources. 

2) An area of rain forest half the size of the ex-Soviet Union has disappeared in the last twenty years ; large areas of vegetation have become deserts ; the average temperature in Paris has risen by 2°C over 100 years ; the amount of carbon dioxide in the air has increased alarmingly since the last century, and the oceans have become saturated with carbon dioxide and can't absorb any more.

3) Solar activity, the earth's orbit, movements of the earth's crust, human intervention, namely : forest clearance and industrial pollution.

4) Because humans cut down trees to clear land for grazing and growing crops, and to get firewood and building materials. 

5) When soil no longer has thick vegetation to protect it, it can't hold water so easily, becomes drier and is more easily eroded. Both nutrients in the soil and the soil itself become swept away and the land turns into desert.

6) Because carbon dioxide molecules in the air hold infra-red rays from the sun in the atmosphere. If there are too many of these molecules, this heat cannot escape into space at night and so it builds up, causing temperatures to rise.

Grammar questions.

a) We express long - term changes that are taking place now with the present continuous form. Thus :
Temperatures are rising, rain forests are disappearing, trees are being chopped down or destroyed by acid rain, deserts are growing, pollution is getting worse, the population is increasing and our natural resources are running out. Deserts are growing at the rate of 5 or 6 million hectares a year, and the earth is getting warmer. Why is all this happening ? ...the surplus that is being produced

b) We express evidence of change with the present perfect. Thus :
2,280,000 square kilometres of rain forest have been destroyed ; the average temperature has gone up by 2°C ; now another crucial factor has come into play ; large areas of once luxuriant forest have become arid ;the amount of carbon dioxide (CO2) in the air has increased considerably ;the oceans have reached saturation point.

Activity 4d

Grammar questions.

a) We express this with will or if/unless + present simple + will. Thus :
we will need to produce more and more food ; unless we do something about pollution in general, our soil and water will in any case become unfit for growing food and for drinking ; It will take a long long time to achieve.

b) We express this with would. Thus :
If these disappeared, how would we_ treat people who were ill ? ; Without them we would have less oxygen and less water ; If temperatures rose by 6°it would be much harder to produce enough food ;the ice caps would melt and sea-levels would rise. A lot of the land that we live on and cultivate today would be flooded. ; Rising temperatures would accelerate the process.
The conditions they are based on are expressed in the simple past.

c) The three ways to express a possible eventuality are :
could, might, and may.
