While I was at university I was very involved in the theatre group and I’d always hoped to get a job in the theatre, so when I heard that the East Midlands Arts Centre were looking for a manager I applied for the job. I’ve been working there for 10 years now.

What exactly does the job involve ?


Sandra :
Basically, I do everything ! I organize the courses, plan the exhibitions and the theatre workshops.


Int 2 :
What do you consider to be your main achievements ?


Sandra :
I feel that my main achievement has been to create a much more professional atmosphere in the Arts Centre. When I arrived the basic activities were painting lessons and amateur theatrical productions. I started photography and dance workshops and we have doubled the number of students. I have developed the theatre workshops and have invited professional actors and directors to run them. The Arts Centre has staged a number of successful productions and because of this I have been able to modernize the lighting and sound systems. Another real achievement has been to balance the books ! The local council has reduced our grant nearly every year, but  because we have greatly increased the number of paying students, we have still managed to break even.
