		   The other evening we decided to watch the programme    "Tales From a Wasted Youth ", as it had been recommended by the TV critic of what I consider to be a serious newspaper. The critic had written that the programme was "amusing and very true to life ".


Well it may have seemed true to life to him, but it certainly didn’t to me.


The programme showed wild parties, drug taking and pre-marital sex. I myself was a young man in the late 60’s and I can assure you that I never indulged in that sort of behaviour. As far as "amusing" is concerned, I suppose that people who enjoy a certain sort of vulgarity would perhaps find it funny, but I certainly did not.


One thing that particularly shocked me was the amount of swearing. How can you expect young people to speak good English when they hear this sort of language on the television? At half past 9 in the evening many children will be watching television and I don’t think that they should be exposed to the sort of scenes that my wife and I were obliged to sit through.
