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Part 1 :

The report of the Council sub-committee containing proposals for the redevelopment of the Victoria Hotel was released today. The Victoria was built by the London and North Midlands railway in 1905 and was for many years one of the leading hotels in the North of England. The hotel’s many facilities even included a resident jazz band. In the 60’s and 70’s, however, the hotel fell upon hard times due to railway closures and urban redevelopment. After changing hands a couple of times in the 1980’s, the hotel was finally closed down in 1989.

Part 2 :

The report contains two alternative propositions.

The first and by far the cheapest one is for the hotel to be reconverted as a student residence.. The student population of the city has doubled in the last ten 
years and this has led to a shortage of rented accommodation. The report says it has been estimated that :as many as 1200 students are living in unsuitable accommodation . The hotel’s city-centre location would make it a convenient hall of residence and the Universities are believed to be ready to contribute towards the financing of the project.

The alternative proposition is for the hotel to be demolished and for the site to be developed. A riverside leisure complex would be built, incorporating sports facilities, a shopping centre and luxury accommodation. In the report it is estimated that the city needs at least 200 new city-centre homes for the upper end of the market. The project is intended to revitalise this run-down part of the city centre and a Manchester-based leisure group is thought to be interested in participating. It could therefore be financed by a combination of public and private funding.

The report will be debated next week at a special session of the Council, where a decision is expected to be taken.
