The Royal Victoria Hotel was built next to one of the city’s railway stations in 1905. When it opened it was said to be one of the most modern hotels in Britain. In its heyday, between the wars, more than 200 staff were employed. As well as a cocktail bar and a restaurant it had a large ballroom and spacious reception rooms. Highly popular weekly tea dances were held and the restaurant was considered to be one of the best in the region. The hotel was used by many well known people, perhaps the most famous being the Beatles, who stayed there in 1963. However, by the time the Beatles stayed there the hotel was already in decline. 

The railway station had been closed in 1958 and the area around the hotel had become a place best avoided after dark... The final blow was given in 1969, by the building of an inner ring road which effectively cut off the hotel from the city centre. A decision was taken to redevelop the area in 1974, but after having demolished many of the buildings the developers ran out of money, leaving the hotel completely isolated in the middle of an urban wasteland. The hotel was sold to a local businessman in 1985, who in turn sold it to the local council in 1988. Since then, a number of projects have been put forward, but nothing has come of any of them and the hotel remains closed.
